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Provided that the compounding shall be done within the limit of the
permissible height on the plot:

Provided further that where entire building has been constructed without
permission of the competent authority, the fee mentioned in column (3) shall be
payable for permissible built- up area, (in which open area, FAR, Ground
Coverage, Height etc. is included), and for the unauthorized construction, which is
more than permissible FAR, up to a maximum limit of 30 percent, compounding
shall be done in the manner as mentioned in column (4) and (5). In case the
unauthorized construction is more than 30 percent of the permissible FAR, the
compounding shall be done only after removing the additional unauthorized
construction or getting it removed:

Provided also that the compounding of offence of constructing building
without permission or in violation of the permission granted shall not be allowed
for the constructions which-

(a) affect the regular building line;

(b) come within the area notified by the State Government as a hill station
or a place of tourist importance or sensitive from the point of ecology;

(c) come within the area specified for parking of vehicles;

(d) come within the boundary of roads or within the area affecting
alignment of public roads;

(e) come within the area specified for water bodies;

(f) come within fifteen meters or such further distance from the bank of
river, as may be specified in the Master Plan of the concerned town;

(g) come within the area of any nallah and water stream;
(h) affect the structural and fire safety:

Provided also that compounding for the unauthorized constructions in the
unauthorized colonies, shall be done in the manner as given above, and only after

producing the proof of deposit of development fee.”.
